Once again, a trial run of electric-powered transport known
as Green Slow Mobility will be operating around the
Onahama Port area. This time the low-speed transport will
provide an expanded service, with a loop shuttle service
stopping at 8 stops around the Aquamarine Park and AEON
Mall area on weekends and public holidays and an
on-demand service that can pick you up and drop you off at
any of 20 different locations on weekdays.
