Taking the JLPT test

The JLPT is just around the corner with the test to be held on 2 July. Those taking the test have probably spent months preparing for the test,
whilst others may leave their study to cram in the last few days before the test day. Remember that you need to score a certain amount of points
on the test overall AND score the required amount of points in each section (vocabulary/grammar, reading, listening) in order to pass.

For some last minute motivation, here are the points you need to aim for in order to pass each test level:
