If you
live in an area at high risk of a tsunami or flooding,
check the separate tsunami and flooding hazard
maps to estimate in more detail the potential
damage, and to ascertain what action should be
taken should a disaster occur. Hazard maps can be
obtained either from your local city branch office or
from the Disaster Response Office or the Rivers and
Waterways Division of lwaki City Hall.
